Principles for TOD

Compact pedestrian-oriented

Block sizes for 5-minute walk
I Max of 400 ft block face
Orient buildings to sidewalks
Calm streets

Active street edges with wider
sidewalks

Principles for TOD

Limited, managed parking

Always a challenging issue

Consider: size, location, design &
management

NoO minimum ratios, maximums

Disconnect parking from buildings,
manage by district
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TODs create less traffic

/A TOD residents are:

I Twice as likely not to own
a car as US Households

I 5 times more likely to
commute by transit than
others in region

A Self-selection:

I Responsible for up to
40% of TOD ridership
bonus
